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Attendance
Every year attendance is considered in the Ranking & Review process. Before the beginning of the calendar year a “Meeting Matrix” showing agencies what meetings they are required to attend is sent via email along with an “Official Meeting Schedule” for all meetings for the new year. Attendance is calculated based on a twelve (12) month span. Generally, it begins on July 1st and ends on June 30th. Should these dates change, agencies will be notified – it will always be twelve (12) months. 

Starting in 2021, these will be posted on the SCCoC website under “Member Documents/Annual Packets”.
DQR Scoring
Every year DQR scoring is considered in the Ranking & Review process. HMIS runs the DQR every month and gives agencies the chance to correct their errors before the report is sent to the SCCoC for scoring. An average of twelve (12) months is then used in the Ranking & Review Spreadsheet for the NOFA
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
