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Timeliness of Submitting Documents and Scoring 
In this packet you will find several deadlines for submitting various documents to the SCCoC Staff. Getting these documents in on time has been a serious issue in the past and, due to this occurring, the Ranking & Review Committee decided to add a “Timeliness of Submission” section to the Scoring Tool worth twenty-five (25) points. The score was raised from ten (10) to twenty-five (25) points due to the severity of the issue. The first year of this section, 2020, was used with much leniency and if you turned in your documents at all you were granted the twenty-five (25) points. This year, 2021, will not be the case. On each page of this packet, the deadlines are clearly marked and now they are also listed on the SCCoC website. On the website under “Calendar”, the deadlines for all documents (apart from individual APRs) are listed in red. 
Scoring will be as follows:
APRs (10 pts): Due sixty (60) days after grant closing date and again within seven (7) days of submitting to HUD at the ninety (90) day mark.

Each APR is worth 5 points and no points will be given if turned in late.
Audits/Monitoring Letters (5 pts): Most recent audits and any monitoring letters (both from HUD and/or SCCoC) are due every year by January 31st.

Audits (and Monitoring Letters if given) are worth 5 points and no points will be given if turned in late.
Budget Forms/Letter of Intent/Pre-Applications (5 pts): Budgets for the most recently closed grant, and letter of intent and/or pre-application for the upcoming NOFA are due every year by May 31st. Formats for all three (3) documents are available on the website and will be updated at the beginning of the calendar year. Agencies are required to use these updated forms each year.

Budgets, LOIs, (and Pre-Apps if any) are worth 5 points and no points will be given if turned in late.

Contact/Conflict of Interest/Confidentiality/Proxy (5 pts): These forms are all due each year on January 31st. Updated documents are available on the website and will be updated at the beginning of the calendar year. Agencies are required to use these updated forms each year.

These documents are worth 5 points and no points will be given if turned in late.
