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Summit County Continuum of Care (SCCoC)

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APR POLICY

1. APRs are required to be turned to the SCCoC sixty (60) days from the close of your grant date. In the event that your “SAGE” completed version is not available within the sixty (60) day time period, the “HMIS” version is an acceptable temporary substitute. Financial discrepancies between the two formats are expected and understood.
2. The final “SAGE” version must be submitted to the SCCoC within seven (7) days of the date sent to HUD, and no later than your 90 DAY deadline. If you copy Karen on the HUD email, it’s one less step for you to do.
3. All APRs must be submitted to the SCCoC as PDFs.

4. Any subsequent revisions sent to HUD must also be sent to the SCCoC on the same day of submission to HUD.

5. Deadlines for submission of documents will only be extended under extreme circumstances and must be discussed with SCCoC Staff prior to the deadline. (For example: HUD/HMIS/Server issues or updates that inhibit you from entering information on time. Any extensions will be decided by the SCCoC Executive Director.)
6. Failure to meet these above deadlines will result in lowered scores on the R&R Spreadsheet. (Explained in Annual Packet Documents)
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
